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1. I ended my Healing in Evangelization Retreat experience with a 
certain reluctance to "return to the real world" after 3 days dedicated 
to spending time with God and focusing on the truly important 
things. Still, our retreat speakers reminded me to not become 
lukewarm or too comfortable in routine. As someone who came back 
to church after many years of worldly living and believing it was 
good for me, I can attest to the points made by both Fr Gino and Mr
Arokiadass about the importance of forming daily habits of self-
examination, watchfulness, repentance, renunciation of the devil and 
his works, and forgiveness.

2. 2.Supernatural (miraculous) healing has always been something 
which has fascinated and puzzled me. I signed up for this retreat to 
find out for myself what its title meant! I am glad to say that my 
questions were answered - Fr Gino's talk has indeed given me a 
deeper understanding of why Jesus evangelized so often through 
works of healing and how this applies to our Christian mission 
today.

3. Though I was baptized as an infant, my conversion to Christ also 
began with immediate healing through prayer from demonic 
oppression 9 years ago. But despite taking a leap of faith and 
experiencing this personal miracle, it's still very much a lifelong 
journey learning to trust God on a daily basis and understanding my 
own role in His great plan. True healing (especially of the mind and 
spirit) is indeed a process, not a one-off occurrence! At this point in 
my process/journey, I found this whole Retreat very affirming!

4. Though I am still getting my bearings in my new life as a committed 
Catholic, I have been in a healing prayer ministry for several months 
now and hope to be a more effective and focused channel for God's 
healing graces upon those we minister to. I still need psychological 
healing from my worldly mentality and still struggle to recognize 
and overcome temptation and distraction, but I hope that the more I 
learn and experience, the more I can think less as man does, let go of 
ego, and be more in sync with the mind of God.
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5. It was so wonderful and encouraging to hear about healings of all 
kinds taking place this past weekend from our small sharing group! I 
felt encouraged and comforted that so many people were 
experiencing God's love and growing in faith as a result, as this is a 
stark difference from my interactions in other circles. For me, 
meeting a new group for the first time is always intimidating. Yet, as 
we discover the different people from all walks of life and hear their 
personal stories, the sharing session becomes a highlight to look 
forward to! These open and frank sharing sessions were also very 
healing in their own way. During our personal prayer time on 
Saturday, I was moved by fear for the loss of many souls to pray for 
those who have not yet accepted Christ and what he stands for, that 
they too may one day learn to trust in Christ and share in his peace, 
joy, and fullness of life despite the ever-present troubles we all must 
continue to face in the world.

6. Praise God, Christ is alive and at work in his church! I will go forth 
bearing in mind the enlightening and convicting teachings from this 
retreat. Sharing the Gospel, no matter how powerful the words, is 
only as good as how we practice what we preach, and it starts with 
our own repentance. We must be a teaching, preaching and healing 
church, drawing always from Jesus: our perfect example of a servant 
of God.

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To Father Gino, I am Mary Ng from SMC, Ipoh. I had been 

injured my leg and suffering Pelvic Bone and Nerve Pain in my 

right leg for more than 4 months. I had been under treatment by 

Orthopaedic Specialist and also doing Physiotherapy treatment till 

now. Last 2 weeks I did receive WhatsApp message inviting me 

to attend the Healing in Evangelization Retreat weekend. I was 

attracted by this message something like spiritual calling me to 

attend this retreat. I am glad to share to you that during the 

Adoration of Christ and Healing Session, I was 'slain' in Holy 

Spirit and felt a ray of light come from sacrament of Holy 

Communion penetrated into my heart and feeling an electric 

short circuit in my leg. After that I felt my leg was quite relaxed 

and did not feel any pain in my leg. Now I can stretching and 

strengthen my leg straight away and no more crooked leg. I was 

very happy and sharing it to my husband together with my 

friends after the Healing session. Praise and Thanks to Lord on 

Healing my leg. Alleluia! Alleluia!
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More than 20 years ago, my nose had a growth, doctor set a date 
for an operation to take place 2 months later. Before the operation, 
I went to KL for a healing retreat by Fr Gino in St Anthony Church. 
When I was back to Ipoh and went for doctor’s appointment 10 days 
later, the doctor said the growth is gone; I immediately thank God 
and Mother Mary. The doctor said if God can heal people, there is 

no need for doctor anymore, so I replied that it’s by my faith in God 
that can move the mountain. I had no chance to see Fr Gino after 

that, so I quickly registered for this retreat in St Michael Church. I’m 
now 88 years old. Since I encountered God, my life changed; I go for 

daily mass even until now. My left leg is painful due to nerve 
problem, but I keep praying, asking Jesus to help me, thus I can walk 
every day to attend mass and Novena or St Padre Pio prayer. I’m a 
convert by marriage; I had only 2 weeks of catechism therefore I 
don’t know a lot about the religion, so I attend formations to 

increase my understanding and strengthen my faith. When praying, 
I have Jesus’ Sacred Heart and Divine Mercy pictures in my mind.

My 

companions & I arrived in Ipoh on 11/8, 

just in time for sunset mass. The moment 

we stepped onto St. Michael's Church 

grounds, the bells rang, calling out to us. 

Fr. Anthony Liew's homily on 

forgiveness, and freedom from the 

bondage of unforgiveness, set the tone for 

the weekend. At the beginning, Fr. Gino 

Henriques explained the "retreat". In the 

battlefield, to retreat meant to pull back, 

reflect, assess the current situation & 

make plans for the future. The aim of the 

weekend. Fr Gino, being the teacher, 

walked us through the Gospels. The need 

to read the Word of God daily. The need 

to put Jesus first - always!! Receive the 

Sacraments - allow God's grace to fill & 

renew us. Mr. Arokiadass Anthonysamy

brought to my awareness, practices that 

are harmful to Catholics & the tendency 

to fall into idolatry. Seed : purpose-full 

and prayer-full worship sessions, 

invoking the Holy Spirit to bestow 

charisms.During the weekend retreat, 

having the Word of God spoken to me
